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Message from the Desk of the Recorder

Nobles,

I am sure that many of you know that we rent the Kena Temple facilities to outside users
when the Temple is available and is not being used by the Units or Clubs for their activities. This is a
very important part of Kena's operations because the money realized from the rentals is used to pay
the bills such as utility costs, building maintenance and repairs and cost of supplies. Without the
rental income, we could not afford to operate the facilities even for only our own use.

When we have a group from the community rent the facilities, we have at least two Kena
personnel here during the period of the rental as “Event Staff” personnel to serve as a liaison between Kena Temple and the
persons renting the Temple facilities. In effect, they look out for the interest of Kena Temple and assist the renting personnel
in resolving problems when they arise during the rental period.

Some of the duties include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Open the doors of the facility and let the Renters in at the start of the rental period.
2. Be there to answer questions or to contact appropriate personnel if assistance is needed.
3. Event Staff Personnel wear identifying jackets. They circulate around the area during the event to assist

where needed. They also observe what is going on and insure that the property or facilities are not
being misused or vandalized during the event.

4. If the Event Staff observe something improper taking place, they get as much detailed information as
possible and report the details to appropriate personnel.

5. If the event is serving alcohol beverages, there will be several Officers from the Fairfax County Sheriff's
Department also on duty. If the Event Staff becomes aware of a problem resulting from the alcohol use, they
will notify or contact the Sheriff Deputies on site the handle the problem.

6. The Event Staff will normally consist of at least one male and one female person at the event. It is their
responsibility to make periodic checks of the rest rooms to insure that the rooms are usable and have
adequate supplies of tissue paper and paper towels on hand as well as hand soap.

7. At the end of the event, the Event Staff observes to insure that the renters are not removing any of the Kena
property from the facility.

8. At the end of the period, make sure that the heating is turned off if during the heating season or the air
conditioning is turned off if during the cooling season.

9. Turn off all lights and secure internal areas where appropriate.
10. Close and lock the facility at the end of the rental period and insure that the facility is secure.

The above list is not inclusive of all duties, but is intended to give those who are not familiar with the Event Staff function an
idea of what is expected of those who volunteer to perform the duty.

In compensation for the Event Staff work, each member who performs the duties is paid a flat rate of
with no deductions taken from this amount. If an Event Staff worker is paid more than $600.00 accumulated over the

calendar year, a Form 1099 Misc will be issued at the end of the year for income tax purposes.
We currently have a list of personnel who regularly work the events but we are looking for additional Nobles who are

interested in performing this duty. It is important to have an Email address to receive notification as to when Event Staff
requirements are needed. Email is our primary means of communication. I will send out a notification message to the Event
Staff Register List about when upcoming Rentals are scheduled and Event Staff Personnel are needed to perform the duties.
I will assign the duties based on the responses I receive.

If you are interested in joining the Event Staff group and perform the duty when given the opportunity, please contact
the Recorder at and provide your contact information and Email address so I can add you to the Event
Staff Register.

We all have our dreams. To
play starting guard on the basketball
team. To be the top sales person in
our company. To have the nicest
house in the neighborhood. To have
the ideal family. To retire while we are
young enough to live out some of our
dreams. Nothing is more natural
than to dream. In fact, most people
dream too small.

When Michael was in college, his parents drove up for a
surprise visit. They were concerned that Michael's “hobby” –
building computers in his dorm room – was distracting him from
his studies. His father demanded that he get more serious
about his college work, asking his son, “What do you want to do
with your life?”

And the young college student infuriated his dad by
replying, “I want to compete with IBM.” At that time IBM was the
dominate computer company in the world. Not long after that,
the boy dropped out of college and raised the capital to start his
own computer business. By 1999, ten years after Michael Dell
began his company, Dell Computers overtook IBM as the
nation's largest seller of personal computers.

If you are going to dream, why not dream big? It is true.
Our dreams are too small.

In the book, , James Collins and Jerry
Porras coined the term BHAG (pronounced “bee-hag”). BHAG
describes a bold, almost impossible vision. BHAG stands for
Big Hairy Audacious Goal, B-H-A-G. Common sense would tell
you that a BHAG would intimidate many people and discourage
them from even trying. According to Collins and Porras, the
idea of attempting the impossible is so exciting and energizing
that organizations usually experience an upsurge of motivation
when a leader presents a BHAG to the people.

One example of a BHAG is the vision announced by the
late President John F. Kennedy in a speech of May 25, 1961:

“I believe that this nation should commit itself to
achieving the goal, before this decade is out, of landing a man
on the moon and returning him safely to the earth. No single
space project in this period will be more impressive to mankind
or more important for the long-range exploration of space; and
none will be so difficult or expensive to accomplish.”

President Kennedy was challenging our country to put
a man on the moon, and we did!

Isn't it great to know that, because of you, children are
being treated in our hospitals? Because of you, lives are being
put back together in our Burn Centers? Isn't that what life is all
about?

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Legion of Honor

The Legion of Honor has been a unit within Kena Shrine since the temple has had its charter. As I
was in the office paying my dues and ordering a fez, I happened to pick up a copy of “The History of Kena
Temple, 50 Anniversary.” I began reading about how Kena got started. Since I have been a member of

Kena for only two years and a member of the legion for the same amount of time, I turned to the section about the Legion of
Honor and began reading. The following comments are taken from this segment of Kena's history.

The Legion of Honor is the veteran's organization of the Shriners International. Within Kena, requirements for
membership include being a citizen of a country where Shriners International is located and having served honorably in the
armed forces of his country. Our role is to serve at the pleasure of our Potentate. The public normally sees us as we carry the
colors of our member nations, along with other flags, in parades and other similar ceremonies open to the public. Like all
good Masons, we consider patriotism paramount in all that we undertake.

The real history of any Legion of Honor in the Shrine is within its current membership, and Kena is no exception. The
membership of the Kena Legion of Honor includes veterans from World War II, the Korean War, the Vietnam War, the entire era
of the Cold War, the first Gulf War, and now Iraq and Afghanistan.

Typical of most veterans, these nobles do not flaunt their past accomplishments; instead they choose to serve their
country. As previously mentioned one way of doing so is to display the colors in parades and similar public gatherings. This
demonstrates to all who witness that we hold our nation's values close to our hearts.

When I was reading what had been written, I found that this is true of the unit today. In the past few years our
members have begun to age, thereby reducing the number of members who are able to walk in parades and carry the colors.
During the past few months, however, we have been adding younger members to the unit, and we again will have the
sufficient members to form a Color Guard to represent the Legion of Honor and Kena Temple.

As I continued with the second part of this article about veterans, reference was made to celebrating Memorial Day
which we will do on Monday, May 30 —a holiday originally known as Decoration Day. Its purpose is to commemorate
military men and women who died while serving their country. First enacted to honor Union and Confederate soldiers
following the American Civil War, it was extended after World War I to honor Americans who have died in all wars. Memorial
Day marks the beginning of summer, and Labor Day marks the end. As we celebrate this Memorial Day with family and
friends, we need to take a few minutes to remember those who have given their lives so that we can celebrate the freedoms
we have, including the celebration of Memorial Day.

Since I have been a member of Kena Temple and the Legion of Honor, we have lost several of our members. These
Mason and Veterans will truly be missed by their loved ones, as well as by those of us who never knew them. May God bless
all who have made the greatest sacrifice for their country and may He keep watch over all who serve today.
